Revised Distribution for the Shield

As many of you already realize, St. Andrew’s is facing financial hardship. Our budget is not even close to being balanced and a “thermometer” has been posted in the Narthex to monitor our initiatives to overcome our financial shortcomings.

At the June Vestry meeting, we unanimously decided to alter the manner in which the Shield is distributed to parishioners to reduce publishing costs. Effective with the September edition, the Shield will be distributed as follows:

· Individuals receiving the church e-mail will not receive a paper copy of the Shield. The “St. Andrew’s Net” distribution list will be used to determine those parishioners to be removed from the paper copy list.

· Parishioners removed in this manner have the option of notifying the church office to request the Shield be sent to them digitally or simply going to the church website to view the newsletter on-line;

· Paper copies of the Shield will only be printed for those individuals who do not have a computer – however – individuals are/will be strongly encouraged to pick up their copies in the Narthex to minimize postage costs associated with the newsletter;

The use of digital distribution will enable the church to realize savings on paper, copying costs and postage and while this might seem trivial, they all add up when dealing with financial shortfalls. One member of the Vestry, while originally against receiving the Shield on line, now likes having the option of printing the entire newsletter or just those pages containing information needed for later use. 

We realize this will take some getting used to and we ask for your cooperation, patience and understanding while we implement this new distribution system and work out the bugs. A few paper copies will continue to be available in the narthex for newcomers and visitors and we ask your cooperation in allowing these copies to continue to be used for these purposes.
