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Fundraising Activities

The Fundraising Committee met on Oct. 3 at 7:10 p.m. in the modular unit at St. Andrew’s Episcopal Church and again on Oct. 24. We will continue to meet regularly on the fourth Monday of each month. 

Any ideas that were forwarded to the committee were discussed and a schedule was prepared in concert with the church’s calendar.

One thing the committee wanted to do was to make an array of events in which church members can pick and choose their involvement. We don’t want church members to feel obliged to open their wallets for each event, but also want to create events where people could easily give their time or at least invite friends.

Events that are already on the calendar and underway in their plans include:

Tastefully Simple Tasting Party: Friday, Nov. 4 at 7:30 p.m. in the undercroft. This has already been well promoted. 

Pre-Parade Park-it-here Party: 1 p.m. Sunday, Nov. 6 on the front lawn. This is more of a community awareness event (make the community aware of us!) but we will sell baked goods, sodas, snacks and hot dogs to people who park at our church and put their lawn chairs out on our very long curb to get a great seat for their PBA Parade (which steps off at 2 p.m.) We are aware this is the day of the general meeting, but the parade is coming anyway… people can either stay and have fun or get out of the way before the fun runs them over. We still need people to help with directing our guests to parking, bathrooms, where to put their chairs, etc.

Quarter Auction: 7 p.m. Friday, Dec. 2 in the hall (doors open at 6 p.m.). We will charge $5 admission, which includes two paddles. Extra paddles cost $2 each. We can put up to 10 of our own baskets up for bidding, and sell concessions. We keep the money made at the door, money made at concessions and money made from our own baskets. The vendors also will provide a basket, which we take the money on. Because the Scouts will be meeting in the basement we cannot offer sitting services and will discourage children from attending. Because of space only those buying paddles can be admitted.

We need people to help set up, break down, sell concessions and take the quarters off tables. We need to try to get businesses to donate gift items to put up for bid. WOSA has already committed to assemble at New Year’s Eve theme basket and the 8 o’clockers also have committed to donate a basket.

Shopping incentives: People can see portions of their shopping dollars go to St. Andrew’s when they shop at Five Below and Lauer’s Supermarkets. At Five Below in Severna Park, use the flyer in The Shield or in the Narthex and hand it to the cashier. At Lauer’s, when they ask “which school?” say “St. Andrew’s”

Other plans in the works:

Once-a-month Dine-out options: Jen King is working on this.

Broadway Night: We have many talented individuals either in or connected to the church. Have a night with coffee and desserts and charge a door cover or ask for a freewill offering.

Avon Fundraiser: Jane Frazier will be doing this again, beginning in February and culminating with the vendor fair.

St. Patrick’s Day Corned Beef Supper: We’ve asked MOOSA to consider doing another of these.
