o Tell It on the Mountain” is one of my very favorite Christmas songs. It’s actually in the Hymnal, and I love when we sing it in church. The main reason I like the song is that it tells us to share the Good News of Jesus. “…Over the hills and everywhere, go tell it on the mountain that Jesus Christ is born!”  We need to tell the world that Jesus did come. We need to tell the world that Jesus can come right now to live with us, and in us. We need to tell the world that Jesus Christ is coming again too! – and in a very different way than when he came the first time.

I have often talked about Advent, the Season in preparation for Christmas, as an especially ripe time for evangelism. It really is!  When else do they play songs and hymns about Jesus over the mall and store speakers?  During these weeks before Christmas, the world is on our spiritual turf. People are far more open to hearing about the story of Jesus’ birth.

Think about the people in your lives – family, friends, neighbors, coworkers, classmates – how can you invite them to a church event?  The Christmas Coffeehouse on December 11 is a great event to invite friends and family to. There they can meet your church family and friends in a less threatening atmosphere.

How can you invite people to worship?  Better yet, don’t just invite them, bring them!  Invite and bring people to Christmas worship. Invite them to the Cantata at 10:30pm Christmas Eve, which will be followed by worship.

How can you talk with your friends about Jesus?  Retell the story of Christmas. Reread the story of Jesus birth from the Gospel According to Luke. Be like Linus in Charlie Brown’s Christmas - be the one to tell what Christmas is really all about!

If you need help in sharing your faith in any way, please let me help you. Nothing would give me greater joy. Meanwhile I’m praying that we all use this season before Christmas to spread the Good News of Jesus. It’s news that the world desperately needs!
