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Feast of Sts. Mary and Martha of Bethany

Over the past three years of leadership, The Rev. Catherine Quehl-Engel has taken this diocesan weekend to a new level. And, the fact that Grinnell College has built new dormitories, and a large multi-purpose building where we can eat, worship, and meet has made things more logistically possible for those with mobility problems. The dates for next year’s weekend are July 23-25, 2010. So, do put those dates on your calendar. It is important to plan opportunities for your own spiritual growth, and for the life of this parish. I am most grateful to The Rev. Sallie Verrette and Kay Beach for leading worship on the Sundays when we were away. 

Today is the 35th anniversary of the ordination of a group of women deacons called the “Philadelphia Eleven”, who were ordained by three retired bishops two years before General Convention agreed to allow women to be ordained priests. And, this was only four years after women were first allowed to be deputies to General Convention. If one looks at issues in the church like race and women’s ordination, one wonders if it is necessary for people to “push the envelope” from the bottom up for change to happen in the church? Maybe, it is so. The Gospel lesson for this feast day (Luke 10:38-42) shows Jesus visiting in the home of Martha and Mary. We see Jesus, the rabbi, teaching Mary, who sits at his feet. And, Jesus invites Martha, who is busy with many hostess tasks, to also sit with him. And, in his friendship with women, Jesus also “pushed the envelope” from the grassroots level in his day.
