
RULES FOR 2009 KANSAS STATE YOUTH CAMP
1. When entering camp all campers and workers will register and supply the established forms.

2. No camper shall leave camp without the permission of the Director.

3. Campers will dress in a Christian manner at all times.  Campers should arrive at camp in dress-code attire.

Girls:
Dresses or skirts (no gauchos) and shirts shall be worn to all worship services.  Dresses, skirts, and shirts, gauchos, or culottes shall be worn to devotions (except dorm devotions), classes and meals.  Loose-fitting pants (jeans, slicks/wind pants, khakis, or Capri/flood pants that are no higher than mid-calf) may be worn for other activities, (i.e., recreation), except as described above, when approved by the Director.  Dresses/Culottes should not be more than one inch above the knee (slits may NOT go higher, either).  Sleeveless shirts may be worn if they reach the shoulder bone.  Tank tops, spandex, shorts, short culottes or dresses with spaghetti straps (unless over shirt) are not to be worn at any time.

Boys:  Pants (includes nice jeans) and shirts shall be worn at all times outside the dorm.  Tank tops, jersey-style shirts, and sleeveless shirts are not to be worn unless with a T-shirt underneath.  Cut-off jeans, short pants, and shorts shall not be worn.  All pants should be no higher than the ankle.  Plain white T-shirts may only be worn for recreation.

4. Boys shall not enter girls camping area, neither shall the girls enter the boys area.

5. Physical contact between male and female will not be permitted.

6. After darkness all campers must remain in lighted areas.

7. Tobacco will not be allowed in any form; and no weaponry (knives, guns, etc.) will be allowed by campers.

8. All campers and adults will attend all services.

9. Although we want to have fun we must remember this is a Christian camp; therefore, horse play will not be allowed.  Shaving cream will be used only for shaving.  Absolutely NO shaving-cream fights, NO water balloons, and NO fireworks.  Shaving cream (unless for proper purposes), fireworks, water balloons, etc., will be confiscated.

10. Campers shall be responsible for the cleanliness of their camping area.

11. All problems will be taken up with Counselors before going to the Director.

12. These rules are for adults and young people alike and are in effect while on camp property.

13. Electronic devices such as, but not limited to, iPODS, MP3 players, radios, Walkmans, Discmans, and electronic games, etc. will not be allowed at camp except by workers in classes and services.  Cell phones will not be allowed except by workers.
14. Only cooks and those with permission will be allowed in the kitchen.

15. The schedule will be followed by all campers.

16. Campers shall carry out instructions given by camp workers promptly and courteously, and competitive events shall be carried on in a Christian manner without contention or argumentation.

17. Any person who breaks these rules or encourages someone else to do so may be dismissed from camp on the first offense at the discretion of the Director, parents will be required to transport child home.

18. Any damages or other losses resulting from use, theft of, or damage to the facilities or equipment shall be paid for by the person responsible for such damages or losses.
